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Hart County

Comprehensive Plan
Update

County Agricultural Development Councils have the responsibility to evaluate the needs of the local
agricultural economy. The updated County Comprehensive Plan should identify programs and projects
best suited for agricultural development fund investments in the County.

The Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy staff may provide guidance to county councils throughout
this evaluation.

1. Overview of County

Hart County has 1,287 farm operations on 169,771 acres which represents 63% of
total county land. The average farm size is 132 acres. Total farm acres used for
crop land is 46.3%. According to the most recent data (2017) the total value of
animal sales was $17,800,000.00 with 67% of that from cattle and calves. Total
value of crop sales using that same data was $18,987,000.00 with 29% from
tobacco. According to the USDA 2017 data, 3,415 people directly received income
from farm operations in Hart County, which is approximately 41.6% of total county
employment. Total number of farm operators was 2,060 with 36% being female
operators and 2.9% non-white operators. Of the total farm operations, 65% had
internet access. The total county population is 19,035 with 7.1% being non-white and
18% being older than 64 while 22.2% of the total population is in poverty.

a. Agricultural statistics, trends, & projections (i.e. Census Data)
= Traditional agricultural production

According to the most recent data (2017) the total value of animal sales was
$17,800,000.00 with 67% of that from cattle and calves. Total value of crop
sales using that same data was $18,987,000.00 with 29% from tobacco. Hart
County also leads the state in sheep with a total of 3,682.

= Non-traditional agricultural production

There is a strong commercial horticulture production present in the county
with a produce auction three times a week from spring through the fall. There
Is also many producers involved in direct marketing of farm products.



= New & emerging agricultural production

Small ruminant (sheep and goats)
Selling beef direct to the consumer

= Tobacco dependency

Total value of crop sales using USDA data was $18,987,000.00 with 29%
from tobacco. There are fewer growers but larger acreages.

b. Demographic Data
= Social data

The total county population is with 7.1% being non-white and 18% being
older than 64 while 22.2% of the total population is in poverty.

=  Economic data

2017 Median Household Income is estimated at $37,795.
22.2% of the total population is in poverty.

2. Assessments of the County
a. Strengths

Good, fertile farmland with access to 1-65 and good farm to market roads. A
good farmer base in traditional crops, equipment and infrastructure. A large
percentage of our farmers keep up to date on new developments and practices.
A very progressive agricultural community including a very active Cattleman's
Association, Farm Bureau,4-H and FFA chapter, strong Cooperative Extension
Service, educational programs offered each year through the Cooperative
Extension Office.



b. Weaknesses

Topography of some sloping land that is unsuitable for traditional row crops, lack
of a large marketing infrastructure. With an average farmer age of 55.3, fewer

and fewer young people are choosing agriculture as a viable option for their
future

c. Opportunities

There is opportunity for the development of value added income for the county's
beef and forage producers by the adoption of production and marketing
techniques such as the use of increased grazing techniques and backgrounding.
Direct to market beef and other small animal sales.

Land is suitable for vegetables and we have a produce auction. We also have
the ability to expand beef cattle and sheep industry

d. Challenges

The division of farmland for subdivisions with the corresponding increase in the
price of land is threatening to make farming many of the areas prohibitive for
agricultural purposes. Rising lands costs and volatile profit margins make it
difficult for young people to go into farming. A portion of the county is located in
the Mammoth Cave watershed district. Being a national park and biosphere, the

Mammoth Cave Area is under extreme close scrutiny as to pollution from
agricultural sources.

3. County Council Objectives

a. Mission/Vision Statement

To provide opportunities for the producers of the County to expand existing
enterprises, develop added value to enterprises and create new agricultural
enterprises. The agricultural sector will be a valued member of the community
providing a profitable livelihood for citizens of the county for years to come.
Local producers will explore opportunities to utilize the available resources in all

areas of agriculture. Improved marketing outlets and increasing value added
returns will aid producers in capturing greater profits.



b.

Short term goals

The short-term priorities of the Council are to promote and support efforts to
utilize, conserve and improve the assets and resources currently held by the
county. The Council supports efforts and projects that will provide an economic
impact upon the community, the agricultural industry and provide a means to
permit the farmer to stay on the farm. We encourage individuals to work
cooperatively to develop proposals which will provide opportunities for all
producers to participate and benefit from the program.

Long term goals

To encourage proposals that will accomplish our objectives of increasing net
farm income in the short term as listed above, as well as projects which sustain
long term positive enterprises, or cooperatives which will benefit the agriculture

industry for many years, therefore reducing the county's dependence upon
tobacco.

d. Tactics for leveraging funds

= Regional partnerships

Cost-share with local producers or organizations on proposals.

Possible regional projects or multi-county partnerships. The Agricultural
Development Council is very encouraging to regional partnerships, the use of
State Ag Development Board Resources, and searching for other

local/state/federal resources to help aid the funding for future projects
proposed.

State Agricultural Development Board resources

Partner with State Ag Development Board on large, regional projects. The
Agricultural Development Council will require proposals to show matching
cost share equal to 50% of the total project. Cost share will be

made in accordance with state ADC guidelines. Individuals will be limited to a
maximum of $5,000 per year from all County Agricultural Development funds.



= Other local/state/federal resources

The Council will work with all local, state and federal entities to benefit

producers in the County. In terms of project funding, the Council will look at
how the applicant has used other available resources.

3. Evaluation & Review

a. How are proposals evaluated and does this process need modified?

The County Ag. Development Council will evaluate each proposal and determine

it's potential for increased net farm income and its viability as a sustainable
project.

b. How is success and failure measured?

Success and failure is measured based upon reported outcomes required by

state guidelines (i.e. dollars generated, businesses created, impact upon the
agricultural community, etc.).

c. How will the county comprehensive plan be revised?

The county comprehensive plan will be reviewed and revised as directed by the
Governor's Office of Agricultural Policy and the State Agricultural Development
Board. In addition, the county comprehensive plan will be modified as local
circumstances change. The local Agricultural Development Council will entertain

input from producers, industry representatives and county officials to base
modifications that are needed.
